Guidelines


Now Faith Foundation, Inc. (NFF) is dedicated to helping youth in the targeted communities of Maryland and the District of Columbia to attend and succeed in the educational arena. The belief that every child can and will learn with the proper educational resources. Now Faith Foundation facilitates partnerships with key stakeholders to increase academic achievement of youth in the targeted communities. 

The Mission of Now Faith Foundation is to invest in willing and hopeful minds of today through educational and financial assistance in order cultivate our tomorrow to build leaders within the community and our nation through support of donations and the community.
The Vision of Now Faith Foundation to provide financial assistance to empower our youth with an opportunity to graduate from college and become career ready.
The Purpose of the NFF Scholarship Fund is to provide scholarships to deserving high school graduating seniors intending to pursue a course of study at either a two-year or four-year educational institution.

For 2020, NFF will award at least one (1) scholarship ranging between $1,500 - $4,000 based on the applicant’s college/university choice. NOTE: Scholarship funds will be awarded to the student upon evidence of registration in an accredited higher educational institution. 

Criteria and eligibility (NFF Scholarship Fund applicants)  

1. Applicant must attend Maryland High Schools in the (Prince George's, Charles, Montgomery, St. Mary's, Calvert, Arundel) and the District of Columbia.

2. Applicant must be a graduating high school senior in the year of the award.

3. Applicant must have at least a 3.0 grade point average (or a “B” average).
4. Applicant must demonstrate community involvement, improvement in academics, and desires to attend college.

5. Applicants may not be related to any NFF Board of Directors.
For the NFF Scholarship Fund, NFF will award two (2) Book Scholarships in the amount of $500 per award.   
Criteria and eligibility (Nathan and Clara Book Scholarship Fund applicants)  

1. Applicant must attend Maryland High Schools in the (Prince George's, Charles, Montgomery, St. Mary's, Calvert, Arundel) and the District of Columbia.

2. Applicant must be a graduating high school senior in the year of the award.

3. Applicant must have at least a 2.0 grade point average (or a “C” average).

4. Applicant must have a desired college major. 

5. Applicant must demonstrate community involvement, improvement in academics, and desires to attend college.

6. Applicants may not be related to any Board of Directors or the Jackson family.
General Instructions

1. DEADLINE for scholarship applications is December 21, 2019 5:00 p.m.  (no exceptions).

2. Refer to application process below for a list of the supporting documents needed (i.e., reference forms, evidence of GPA, etc.)  Incomplete applications will not be considered.
3. If any question does not apply to you in this application, please put N/A in the space.

4. Type and print legibly. Illegible applications will not be considered.  You may also download a copy of the application online at www.nowfaithscholarships.org.
5. You will be notified by email or mail in February regarding the status of your application.

Applicant must submit the following items:
1. Completed application form (if handwritten, please print legibly)

2. Personal Essay.  Essay must be at least 1-2 typed pages, double-spaced, 12 pt / Time New Roman font addressed to the Scholarship Committee.  The essay should contain (1) a brief description of yourself, (2) your college plans (college/university, intended major, and anticipated start date), and (3) your post-college plans.  
3. Two (2) letters of recommendations from choice of high school teachers, administrators, counselors, employers, or individual with significant knowledge of applicant’s experience and involvement.
4. An official and recent high school transcript with cumulative grade point average and a class           standing/rank.

Deadline for the application is December 21, 2019, 5:00 p.m. Applications postmarked after this date will not be considered.
